A Resolution Canvassing and Declaring the Results of a Special Municipal Runoff Election held

WHEREAS, Ala. Code §11-46-46(a) provides that at the time appointed by the City
Council of the City of Selma, Alabama to canvass the returns of the election, the City Clerk

WHEREAS, the City of Selma, Alabama has canvassed all returns including the
provisional returns to determine the number of votes casts for each candidate during the
special municipal runoff election and hereby ascertain the results as follows:

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
SELMA, ALABAMA AS FOLLOWS:

WARD 3 COUNCILMEMBER

Greg Bjelke received a majority of the votes cast for the
Office of Council Member, Ward 3, and is hereby declared
duly elected to that office for the remaining term of said office
that began on the first Monday in November 2008 and shall
expire four years thereafter.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council shall execute and deliver a
Certificate of Election to Greg Bjelke for the Office of Councilman, Ward 3.

The City Clerk is hereby instructed to file a copy of said Certificate of Election in the
Office of the Probate Judge of Dallas County, Alabama and the Judge of Probate shall file said
Certificates in the same manner that he files the declaration of the results of election of county

offices.
